Plotting Your Garden


For us to design your new garden you will have to carry out a simple survey of your existing plot.  


You will need the following equipment:



A pad or clipboard



A plastic tape measure  (a 30m (100ft) tape would be ideal).



A small metal tape measure 


Only the boundaries of the area you require and the trees and elements you are going to keep need to be 
plotted.  Ignore all other elements (e.g. unwanted paths, beds etc.).


Step 1.  Basic Layout


On your pad draw the basic outline of your plot.  Only mark the facade of the house and only include 
features that you would like to keep.  See footnote and Example Plot.


Step 2.  Measuring the House


Peg one end of the plastic tape measure securely at one end of the house and run it along the facade.  Take 
spot measurements at each important feature (windows, doors etc.).  Mark down the measurements on your 
pad.

Step 3.  Measuring the Plot

Using the plastic tape measure take perimeter measurements and mark them on your pad.  Using  garden features, such as trees, and their position in relation to the garden boundaries will help you to arrive at a more accurate plot.


Step 4.  Transferring this Information to your Plotting Grid  (See Sample Plot )


The Plotting Grid supplied is marked in squares with each square representing one metre.  Using your 
measurements, firstly draw the facade of the house near the bottom of the page (it may be useful to use a 
coloured pencil) making sure windows and doors are marked.  Now mark the boundaries of the garden, once 
again using your measurements.  Trees, shrubs, buildings and features to be kept can now be added to the 
plot.

Remember not to include any plants, buildings or features you no longer want! 

Footnote


You may find that you have your boundaries marked in the deeds to your property or you could get an 
Ordnance Survey map.  Ordnance Survey is now a private enterprise and they can provide a “Super 
Plan” inexpensively.  For more details call 01634 238 238.

Guide to Simple Surveying


It is not necessary to use the following methods of surveying for us to provide you with a design but if you 
feel up to the challenge you can try these methods for a more accurate plot.

Triangulation
For more complicated plots a simple technique for plotting your boundaries and trees is triangulation.  Using 2 points of your house that are at least 3 metres apart (e.g. the house corners) take measurements 
to each corner of your plot and record them on your pad.    For a simple rectangular plot, only two 
triangulations will be required.  Repeat this process for trees.  If a number of trees are close together 
triangulate just one and from this take ordinary measurements (offsets) to plot the other trees.

Examples of Triangulation.
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The same method can be used for other elements in the garden.

On your Plotting Grid plot the point where the two lines converge (compasses are ideal for this) and this will 
accurately determine the corner of your plot or other salient points.
 
Step 4.  Taking Offsets

Some rectangular sites and some areas of the garden can be simply measured by taking offsets at right angles to the house.  Peg the end of the tape down to a known point and then run the tape up the garden 
at right angles to the house.  Wherever a feature that is to stay hits the tape, mark down the measurement.  With a second tape take offset measurements at right angles to the first tape, measuring the distance of any relevant feature.
